House Rules

Bathroom
e Be sure toilet does not run (uses up all water in tank when it does).
¢ Dry off inside of shower — mop up any water on floor after each shower.
e Take short showers (we have to truck in water for tank and it is very expensive).

Kitchen
e Put all food away so it doesn’t attract mice or ants.
e C(lean and pick up each day before you go out on your outreach.

General
e NO overnight visitors outside of your group without permission.
NO wet clothes on furniture — when coming from the beach.
NO smoking in house
NO drinking in house
NO pets
NO cursing or immoral behavior
NO food or drinks upstairs
NO candles or incense anywhere in the house
NO walking or jumping on couches or beds
Keep doors closed to keep bugs, flies and mice out.
For youth groups — girls on one floor and guys on another
For arts and crafts — no glue, silly putty or other messy crafts in house, come
prepared to do these activities outside.

Leaving each day for Outreach
e Close and lock all door and windows in the house.
e Ensure that all lights, fans, water faucets and stove are off.
e Take all valuables with you (money, CD players etc.).
e We are not responsible for lost or stolen items.

Leaving house to return to USA
¢ C(Clean the bedrooms, living room, bathrooms, and kitchen.
Sweep the floors and vacuum upstairs.
Turn off all lights and ensure water is not running any where in house
Give final check over of the house for any items of value
Lock up the house (doors and windows)
Remember to leave the keys in their respective lock boxes
